Directions: There are four separate written assignments.  One for each member of a four person group.  Although each person is to write one assignment, the material that person uses is to be based on input  from ALL members of the group.





The first time you work together, assign parts; then brainstorm ideas and each person take notes referring to his/her section.  


The second time you work together, have your rough copy done for your part of the 


report.  Share it with the others in your group for additions and corrections (idea 


and grammar).


The third time you get together, your final copy, in pen, should be completed and       your group should be ready to give your  report orally and to then hand in the entire packet for grading.





Assignment: You are a group of concerned intellectuals who have looked around at today’s world and see a need for a new philosophy of  life.  Your group decides to try to change society for the better and make the world a better place for all mankind.





Paper 1:    Give the name of your philosophy and explain its meaning and origin.  Explain the history of the philosophy.  Did it come from a foreign country, etc.?  Perhaps you could hold up a picture of the inspired leader – this can be a real person or fictional.  The conclusion of this paper is to be used to “sell” the audience to accept your group’s philosophy.  Why should we join up with you?





Paper 2:     Explain the actual philosophy to us.  Your explanation should contain 8 specific characteristics of the belief.  Three of them should explain how it views God, man, and nature.  The other ___ are free choices.  Why are we here? Life? Death? Truth? Fate? Freewill? Morality? Man’s nature? Right + Wrong





Paper 3:     Discuss three causes, projects or beliefs that your philosophy looks down upon or does not support and why.  Your explanation should contain facts, ideas, and a clever quotation or motto that will stick in the audience’s minds.





Paper 4:     Discuss three causes, projects, or beliefs that your philosophy support and why.  Your explanation should contain facts, ideas, and a clever quotation that will inspire us all!
