For the analysis: be sure to elaborate in depth and support all of your answers and claims with examples and QUOTES from the text. Don’t leave any questions unanswered. You are the expert group and must teach the rest of the class this information in a clear, articulate, and creative manner. Be sure to mention page numbers from the text whenever needed. You may create handouts for the class, post info on a web site, or use power point to help communicate your information.
